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Each year, the Advanced Consortium on Cooperation, Conflict, and Complexity provides up to $5000 in seed money to 5 Columbia University Faculty and $25,000 to one (1) Faculty interested in spear-heading new interdisciplinary research projects related to violence prevention, conflict resolution, and sustainable development and peace. Special consideration will be given to projects that address conflict and peace in relation to environmental issues, scarce resources, and climate change.  
Proposals should outline the project, identify its projected impact on the field, and illustrate why it is relevant and important to the issues concerning AC4.  We do accept team applications as well, although the team receives the same amount of grant money as would a singular applicant. 

Proposals should be no more than 5 pages in length (not including a required cover sheet with the name of the applicant and project title), and must be formatted as follows: one-sided copies with double-spacing, 12 point font, and pagination.  The applicants' surname should appear next to the page number in the top right hand corner of all application materials. In addition to the proposal, applicants should submit a copy of their CV and an itemized budget detailing how they intend to spend the research monies. 

Four (4) copies of the proposals must be submitted by applicants to the Earth Institute (and addressed to "The AC4 Interdisciplinary Research Awards") no later than 5pm on December 15, 2011.  They can be dropped off or mailed to:

Proposals that are mailed should arrive by the 5pm deadline on December 15th.
Awards will be announced in the last week of January 2012.  Recipients are expected to present the results of their projects at upcoming AC4 Colloquia.
REQUIREMENTS for Grant Recipients:

1) The $25,000 Recipient will be required to give the keynote address at AC4's Graduate Research Symposium in the Fall of 2012;

2) All recipients will be required to blog at least twice on an specified AC4 blog (during the tenure of their grant);

3) All recipients will be required to serve at least twice on AC4 grant selection committees;

3) All monies must be spent by July 1st, 2013
